
BWCC Outing Proposal Form

Beebe Mtn
Trip date(s):  Late May or June.

Trip plan: This peak is located near Rainy Pass in the NCNP.  The plan is to hike uphill, cross country, over Meebe Peak, continue on snow or dirt and make a camp on the ridge.  On the next day continue over Tarheel Peak to Beebe.  Descend same route.  See attached map.

Min/max total group size:  min 3, max 6

Trip references (guidebooks):  Fred says ‘long S ridge is an easy route.’  I have not seen this in other guidebooks.
Community and/or educational value of trip:  This climb is cross country the entire way.  It will offer stupendous views from campsite and lots of exercise.  This route, or some variation, is uncommon but TR’s on local websites suggest that it is done by a party each year or so.
Hazards/concerns: Regular concerns for snow climb outing, twisted ankles, etc.  There will likely be some rocky scrambling over Tarheel.
Other comments:  I have not done this outing.  This is another from my Leader Surprise folder.   This is ‘eastside bushwhacking’, so that aspect should not be that bad.
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
